Tim Dall Short Bio

Tim Dall, a health economist and a Vice President with The Lewin Group, has directed many of the firm’s efforts in the areas of disease management evaluation and economic burden of disease. Mr. Dall is the principle investigator for an ongoing three-year evaluation of the Military Health System’s disease management programs for asthma, heart failure and diabetes. He and his colleagues are currently working with the American Diabetes Association to update the cost of diabetes estimates produced by The Lewin Group in 2003. Mr. Dall and his colleagues at The Lewin Group, under the auspices of the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality, developed a Diabetes Calculator to help employers better understand the medical and productivity cost implications of diabetes and diabetes management. Other ongoing projects include developing a simulation model for the military health system of the cost of alcohol misuse, tobacco use, and overweight/obesity among TRICARE beneficiaries, and the medical and productivity implications of changes in unhealthy lifestyle.
